EXHIBIT “A” TO ORDER

CODE OF JUDICIAL CONDUCT
Commentary to Section 3B(12)

Commentary

The ABA Model Code does not address broadcasting, televising, recording or
photographing in the courtroom.  This provision is taken from the Section 3A(7) of the prior
Mississippi Code of Judicial Conduct.

Section 3B(12) prohibits broadcasting, televising, recording, or taking photographs
in the courtroom and areas immediately adjacent thereto except as authorized by rule or order
of the Supreme Court.  The Supreme Court has now adopted the Rules for Electronic and
Photographic Coverage of Proceedings which provides detailed guidance for such coverage.
