EXHIBIT "A"

ORDER AMENDING M.R.C.P. 43(f)



(The underscored text is added to this rule)

(f) Interpreters. The court may appoint an interpreter of its own selection and may fix his reasonable
compensation. The compensation shall be paid out of funds provided by law or by one or more of the
parties as the court may direct and may be taxed ultimately as costs, in the discretion of the court.
However, in the event and to the extent that such interpreters are required to be provided under the
provisions of the Americans with Disabilities Act, 42 U.S. C. 12131, et seq. or under rules or
regulations promulgated pursuant thereto, such compensation and other costs of compliance shall be
paid by the county in which the court sits, and shall not be taxed as costs.
